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Riley Awards $2 Million to Help Disabled Obtain Employment  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $2 million to help people with disabilities find and keep jobs to support themselves and their families.  The grant to the Alabama Department of Rehabilitation Services will be used to provide training and jobs for persons with mental and physical disabilities and for individuals receiving temporary public assistance.


“This training and support provide the boost individuals need not only to become self-sufficient, but also to develop a greater sense of self worth,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to make these funds available to support the efforts of DRS to give every Alabamian an opportunity to live a productive and fulfilling life.”


The Department of Rehabilitation Services provides training to its clients and markets their skills to potential employees.  The department also provides support services for individuals who obtain jobs.

Those eligible for the program include people with disabilities who receive Temporary Assistance to Needy Families benefits, non-custodial parents and youths who are too old to remain in foster care.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA Director John Harrison notified Steve Shivers, commissioner of the Alabama Department of Rehabilitation Services that the grant had been approved.
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
