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Riley Awards Grant to Prepare Young Adults for Jobs

in Central Alabama

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $156,945 to the Autauga County Family Support Center to get young adults ready to work.  The center will use the funds to help 16-to-21-year-olds in Autauga and Elmore counties, who have not finished school, to complete their education and prepare for the workforce.


Center classes give clients the necessary tools to earn their GED and apply for college or vocational school.  Computer training and classes on leadership and other skills also are offered.  Career facilitators train qualified clients in resume writing, interviewing and other job-placement skills.

“This program gives young people the skills they need to get a job and keep it,” Riley said.  “I commend the work of the Family Support Center to help people become more productive citizens.”

During the center’s 2003-04 fiscal year, the needs of 66 clients were assessed and the clients were placed in the appropriate curriculum.  Program participants spend a minimum of eight hours per week at the center.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Susan Cranfield, center executive director, that the grant had been approved.
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
