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Governor Awards Funds to Help Keep Children Safe 

on West Alabama Roads

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $25,000 to Shelton State Community College to improve automobile passenger safety for children in 10 west Alabama counties. The college will use the grant to fund training sessions that will certify public health and safety workers in the proper installation and use of child restraints.

The training sessions will be offered to law enforcement officers, firefighters, healthcare workers and others to help promote and provide child passenger safety in their communities.  Once certified, child passenger safety technicians will be able to demonstrate the correct use of child safety seats, booster seats and seat belts to the public.

“We all want our children to be as safe as possible on Alabama’s roads,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support the efforts of Shelton State Community College to educate parents how to best protect their children.”

Ninety percent of Alabama drivers comply with the state’s mandatory child-restraint laws, but fewer than 10 percent of the children are properly fastened into child restraints or seatbelts, according to a report by the National Center for Health Statistics.  Safety technicians will conduct checkups in Bibb, Fayette, Greene, Hale, Lamar, Marengo, Perry, Pickens, Sumter and Tuscaloosa counties to show drivers that the proper use of child restraints can save children’s lives.

Riley has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the National Highway Transportation Safety Administration. ADECA director John Harrison notified Richard James Rogers, Shelton State president, that the grant had been approved.
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
