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Riley Awards Grant for Sexual Assault Intervention Program

at Troy State University

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $41,040 grant to Troy State University to prevent violence against female students and provide support for sexual assault victims.  The grant will fund the continuation of the school’s Sexual Assault and Violence Education project.

“Victims of physical and sexual abuse deserve compassionate and professional services,” Riley said.  “I commend Troy State officials for their concern for victims and efforts to prevent abuse and I am pleased to make these funds available.”

The SAVE project is an on-campus advocacy organization that uses presentations, literature and videos to teach women how to reduce the risk of being physically or sexually assaulted.  From October 2003-June 2004, SAVE educated more than 3,500 students, faculty members and community residents on topics related to assault such as conflict resolution and self-defense.

SAVE staff members work closely with campus and Troy municipal police officers to provide services, information and support that is appropriate to the college population’s unique lifestyle and environment.  Along with violence prevention initiatives, the program also strives to show students the dangers of using alcohol.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Dr. Jack Hawkins Jr., TSU chancellor, that the grant had been approved.
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
