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Riley Awards Grant to Aid Domestic Violence Victims

in Walker County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $57,951 grant to the Family Resource Center of Northwest Alabama to continue operation of the center’s emergency shelter for victims of domestic violence.


The grant also will fund the center’s 24-hour crisis line and efforts to increase public awareness of the dangers and consequences of domestic violence.  The center has provided shelter, transportation, food, clothing, counseling, court advocacy and other aid to domestic violence victims for 18 years.

“Victims of domestic violence need and deserve the support necessary to build self-esteem and the opportunity to live in a violence-free environment,” Riley said.  “I commend the work of the Family Resource Center to rid the community of domestic violence and I am pleased to provide these funds for the center’s programs.”

The emergency shelter can accommodate up to 12 victims and is adjacent to a transitional house that offers rent-free, long-term housing.  From May 2003 to April 2004, the center provided services to 434 victims of domestic violence and answered 333 calls to its crisis line.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA director John Harrison notified Pete Parrish, president of the center’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $14,487 will supplement the grant.
