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Riley Awards $130,307 to West Alabama Shelter

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $130,307 in two grants to the Selma and Blackbelt Regional Abuse Sanctuary to continue providing services to family violence victims in three west Alabama counties.  The funds will be used to provide a shelter for victims and their children in Dallas, Perry and Wilcox counties.


“Victims of domestic violence deserve professional, quality services,” Riley said.  “I commend the SABRA Sanctuary and I am pleased to make these funds available to assist their work on behalf of domestic violence victims in west Alabama.”


The goal of SABRA is to assist women and children to live a life free from violence.  In addition to offering shelter, the program provides individual and group counseling and crisis intervention through a 24-hour hotline.

The program educates victims regarding the court system and their legal options and conducts training for professionals who deal with domestic violence victims.

To support the shelter, Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state through programs of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grants.  ADECA Director John Harrison notified SABRA Sanctuary chairperson, Amy Sims, that the grants had been approved.
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
