For the final time in 2004, the Surplus Property Division of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs is conducting a public auction to generate revenue for the state by clearing out hundreds of items that state agencies no longer need.

Everything from golf carts to office furniture to wine racks will be available at the auction, which will take place on Sept. 1 at the warehouse located at 4401 Northern Blvd. in Montgomery.  The auction will last from 8 a.m. until the last lot is sold.

Some feature items that will be auctioned include a five-ton wrecker, a 2.5-ton cargo truck and a sand blaster.  Also on hand will be computers, copiers, televisions, video cameras and recorders, refrigerators, vending machines, medical equipment and even a Hammond organ.

Lots will be available for inspection from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. on Aug. 30 and 31 at the warehouse.  Anyone with photo identification and a Social Security number or federal employee identification number may sign up as a bidder.
