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Riley Awards $124,235 to Assist Victims 

in Shelby, Clay and Coosa Counties 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded grants totaling $124,235 for programs in central Alabama aimed at reducing domestic violence and helping victims of sexual assault. 

Two grants awarded to SafeHouse of Shelby County Inc. will enable the center to continue providing shelter, counseling and intervention for domestic violence and sexual abuse victims in Shelby, Clay and Coosa counties. SafeHouse also provides educational programs to prevent abuse and make people aware of the services it offers.

“These programs provide vital services for victims of domestic violence and sexual assault when they need it most,” Riley said. “I commend the staff and volunteers at SafeHouse for their service and dedication to helping those in need.”

SafeHouse has been providing a refuge for abuse victims and their children for 15 years. The non-profit organization offers individual, family and group counseling and childcare services for victims. Its shelter program is often the only option for fearful victims unable to flee violent situations because of inadequate finances and lack of alternative living arrangements.

In addition to its work with victims, the agency provides domestic violence training for law enforcement, hospital and service organizations. SafeHouse also sponsors community awareness programs

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Dr. Emily Harrell, chairman of SafeHouse, that the grants had been approved. 

Riley awarded the grants from funds made available to the state through programs of the U.S. Department of Justice. ADECA’s Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division is administering the grants.
