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Riley Awards $83,000 for Training Program in Talladega County 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded an $83,000 grant to train eligible Talladega County residents for the workforce and put them on the road to self-sufficiency. 

 The grant to the Sylacauga Alliance for Family Enhancement Inc. will be used to teach skills and find jobs for residents who are dependent on government assistance programs. 

“This program gives Alabamians the satisfaction of providing for their families by supplying them with the skills and motivation necessary to obtain and keep jobs,” Riley said.

Participants receive specialized training based on aptitude and interest testing that is done upon entering the program. They are also provided with several support services including transportation, daycare, health care and personal skills.

The training program is a cooperative effort among SAFE, Central Alabama Community College, Coosa Valley Adult Education, East Alabama Planning Commission, the state Department of Human Resources and area businesses.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Margaret Morton, executive director of SAFE, that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the grant.

 Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.
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
