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Riley Awards $350,000 to Improve Autaugaville Sewage System
MONTGOMERY—A $350,000 grant, awarded by Gov. Bob Riley, will enable the town of Autaugaville to eliminate a potential health threat caused by leaking sewer lines.  

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to replace damaged lines along or near Pickett Street. 

 “These repairs will eliminate health and environmental hazards and restore an essential public service for residents,” said Riley. “I am pleased to assist Autaugaville officials to resolve this issue.”  

Several sections of the line have collapsed causing sewage to back up in some houses when it rains. Rain infiltration into the lines has resulted in the city’s wastewater treatment plant exceeding its licensed capacity, a violation of environmental regulations.  The town faces possible fines if the problem is not corrected.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Curtis Jackson that the grant had been approved. 

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development. ADECA is administering the grant.
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
