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Riley Awards $195,107 to Provide Safe Water

for Bibb County Residents
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $195,107 to the Bibb County Commission for a water line extension that will eliminate a potential health hazard caused by the use of contaminated well water.  The funds will be used to extend the Green Pond and Brent Water System to the Cherokee Ridge, Paradise Acres and Duncan Lane communities.

“A safe and adequate water supply is vital to a community’s quality of life, safety and economic development potential,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support the efforts of county officials to provide this essential service.”

The water line extension will provide 49 residents with a dependable public water supply.  Wells tested in all three of the communities were found to contain either coliform or E. Coli bacteria.  Many residents in the areas must haul water during dry weather conditions and others have complained of sand and small fish coming out of their pipes.

The county commission has determined that Bibb County’s number one community development need is a safe supply of water for all residents.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through the Community Development Block Grant program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA director John Harrison notified Bibb County Commission Chairman Ricky Hubbard that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $54,250 have been committed to the project. 
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
