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Riley Awards $95,853 for Career Training Program 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $95,853 for a program to prepare Montgomery youth for future careers.  The grant to the Boys and Girls Clubs of South Central Alabama will fund the Career Prep Training program, which allows youth to learn about different occupations and how to obtain skills necessary to perform those jobs.

“This program not only prepares youth to successfully meet the challenges in the workplace, but it also supplies them with skills that will benefit them throughout their lives,” Riley said.  “I commend the work done by Boys and Girls Clubs to help teenagers become productive members of the community and I am pleased to make these funds available.”

The program focuses it assistance on west Montgomery youths and is designed to keep students in school and encourage them to attend college or technical school.

The two-month training program is divided into two age brackets.  The Career Education phase introduces 14 and 15-year olds to specific jobs through speakers and tours.  The Job Readiness program helps youth, 16-18, prepare for jobs by providing skills training.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Labor.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Cederick Williams, executive director of the Boys and Girls Clubs of South and Central Alabama, that the grant had been approved.
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
