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Riley Awards $241,263 to Napier Field for Street Improvements

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $241,263 grant to the town of Napier Field to resurface 16 deteriorated streets throughout the town.

The streets have not been resurfaced since they were originally built in the 1940s.  Potholes, cracks, patches, erosion and areas worn from use create extremely rough surfaces that pose a safety hazard for motorists and pedestrians.

“Adequately maintained roadways are not only important to the safety and well-being of residents, they also enhance economic development efforts,” Riley said.  “I am delighted to provide these funds in support of the efforts of Napier Field officials to improve the quality of life in their community.”

Town officials identify street improvements as the municipality’s top community enhancement priority.  They say the more than 16,000 feet of resurfacing will correct all the street hazards within the town limits and reduce damage to vehicles that leads to excessive wear and costly repairs.

“I am very pleased to learn from Gov. Riley about this grant,” said Sen. Jimmy Holley.  “There is no community more deserving than Napier Field, one of the smallest communities in the area.  This much needed grant will be a good investment in the community for both residents and businesses.”
Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Greg Ballard that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $26,807 will supplement the grant.
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
