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Riley Awards $250,000 to Provide Safe Water 

to Sardis City Residents

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $250,000 to Sardis City to upgrade water service for 63 households and provide new service to four households, eliminating their dependence on private wells.

“This project ensures that residents have access to a safe and sufficient water supply,” Riley said.  “I commend Sardis City officials for their efforts to improve services and I am delighted to provide these funds.”

Improvements will include the installation of a six-inch water line along Thrasher Drive where residents depend on wells that dry up in the summer.  The water system extension also will make it possible for the town to provide fire protection for these households.

Other improvements will be made along Gaines Street, Alexander Street, Coal Ridge Road and Cox Gap Road.  The two-inch lines along these streets are too small to handle the volume of water necessary for day-to-day use and adequate fire protection.  They will be replaced with six and eight-inch lines.

Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds made available to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA director John Harrison notified Mayor Kenneth Brand that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $27,780 will supplement the grant.
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
