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Riley Awards $65,601 

to Help Child Abuse Victims in Cherokee County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $65,601 to the Children’s Advocacy Center of Cherokee County to enhance services for child abuse victims.  The grant will be used to help abused children in the county recover from the emotional trauma of being abused and victimized.

“It is important that children who have experienced the trauma of abuse receive professional services to help them recover both physically and emotionally,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to make these funds available to help this program to continue serving Cherokee County children.”


The Children’s Advocacy Center is a non-profit organization that addresses the problem of child abuse in the county.  The center provides counseling for victims and their non-offending caregivers in a child-friendly environment and works to guide victims and their families through the healing process.


The funds will also help the center continue its child abuse prevention program, which provides a full-time project director to coordinate services for victims and to promote child abuse prevention through community education.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA Director John Harrison notified Chad Hopper, president of the center’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $16,400 have been committed to the program.
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
