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Riley Awards $22,154 for Girls Program in Houston County 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $22,154 grant for a program in Houston County that helps girls to grow into responsible adults and encourages them to make wise decisions along the way.  

The grant to Girls Incorporated of Dothan provides girls, 6 to 18, with activities, projects and education programs designed to inspire them be good students and build strong character.  

“The encouragement provided through this program helps the girls who participate to gain confidence, achieve goals and develop abilities that will serve them throughout their lives,” Riley said. 

The program provides after-school, summer and weekend activities to develop students’ interests and talents. Tutoring and special projects are also offered to improve learning abilities and school grades.  

Age-appropriate classes and activities are held on career and life planning, health and sexuality, leadership and community action, sports and recreation, self-reliance and life skills and culture and heritage.  The 35-year-old program has been endorsed by school officials in Dothan and Houston County.     

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Ann Cotton, executive director of Girls Incorporated, that the grant had been approved. ADECA is the administering agency for the grant.
