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Riley Awards $193,450 to Resurface Leesburg Streets 

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $193,450 grant to make the streets of Leesburg safer to travel.

The Community Development Block Grant will enable the town to pave eight deteriorated streets. Numerous potholes and worn shoulders have made traveling hazardous.

“This project will ensure that motorists have dependable and safe roads,” said Riley.  “I commend Leesburg officials for working to increase safety and enhance the quality of life for their citizens.  I am pleased to provide this grant.”

Scheduled to be resurfaced are Adrian Gwin Drive, Agan Circle, Valley Acres Road, Chambers Street, Mackey Street, Moon Street, Oak Street and Roberts Street. The roads are located throughout the town.

The roads, which are paved with tar and gravel, will be resurfaced with asphalt that will provide a more level and durable surface. The town has committed $10,000 in local funding. Town officials also plan to pave additional streets that were not eligible for grant funding.

John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Mayor Edward Mackey that the grant had been approved. ADECA is administering the grant.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state from a program of the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.
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
