Riley Awards $26,366 for Marion County Domestic Violence Program

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $26,366 to the Marion County Commission to continue a domestic violence program.

The program is designed to decrease the occurrence of domestic violence in Marion County, increase the effectiveness of law enforcement’s response to domestic violence and ensure that all cases are actively prosecuted.

The grant will help fund the continued employment of a full-time family violence investigator and a prosecutor specializing in family violence cases.

“Victims of domestic violence deserve professional services to help them recover from traumatic experiences,” Riley said.  “I commend the Marion County Commission for its efforts to assist victims and I am pleased to provide these funds.”

The county’s domestic violence program helps train law enforcement officers regarding victims’ rights issues and the physical and mental aspects of domestic violence.  The program also educates church and civic organizations that reach out to Marion County victims to provide assistance in times of crisis.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Commission Chairman Bob Burleson that the grant had been approved.
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
