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Riley Awards $250,000 for Marshall County Hospice Facility  

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $250,000 to ensure terminally ill patients in Marshall County receive the best medical and professional care possible and avoid unnecessary suffering.

The Community Development Block Grant will be used to construct a 10-bed inpatient hospital for those suffering with life-ending illnesses. The Albertville facility will be operated by Hospice of Marshall County and will be only the third of its type in Alabama.

“To have a licensed professional administering to the needs of a terminally ill person is as important to the family as it is to the patient,” Riley said. “I commend Marshall County officials and Hospice of Marshall County for their efforts to bring this project to fruition.”

The center will offer 24-hour, doctor-supervised care to patients who have been given six months or less to live. Hospice can provide only intermittent visits with its in-home visitation program.

Nearly 200 people annually are expected to need the services of the center based on the number of previous patients treated by Hospice.

Riley awarded the Community Development Block Grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

 ADECA Director John Harrison notified County Commission Chairman Billy Cannon that the grant had been approved. The county is the fiscal agent for the grant.

Other grants and funds have also been obtained to help finance the center.
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
