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Riley Awards $250,000 for Construction

of Boys and Girls Club in Prattville 

MONTGOMERY—An Autauga County program that helps at-risk youth avoid involvement with drugs, alcohol and crime is receiving a boost from a grant issued by Gov. Bob Riley.

Riley has awarded a $250,000 Community Development Block Grant to the Prattville Boys and Girls Club to build an education and recreation complex.  The facility will enhance the organization’s efforts to encourage area youth to participate in healthy activities and other beneficial programs. Local funding of $250,000 has also been pledged for the project.

“This building will strengthen the services provided by the Prattville Boys and Girls Club and serve as a magnet to attract participation of area youth,” Riley said. “I applaud local officials and community leaders whose work, dedication and dreams are helping make this facility a reality.”

The nearly 5,000-square-foot building will be built at Spring Hill Park south of U.S. Highway 82. The building will contain several classrooms and activity rooms, offices and a gymnasium.

The club offers recreation, social activities and educational programs for more than 80 Autauga County youth, ages 6 to 18.

Riley awarded the grant from funds provided to the state by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.

ADECA Director John Harrison notified Prattville Mayor Jim Byard that the grant had been approved.  Local matching funds of $65,000 have been pledged for the project. Prattville is the fiscal agent for the grant.
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
