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Grant to Assist Victims of Domestic Violence in Russell County

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $61,750 to help victims of domestic violence in Russell County.  The grant will go to the Crisis Center of Russell County and enable the center to continue providing shelter and support services for abused women and children.


“Providing a safe shelter for victims of family violence can be a life-saving service,” Riley said.  “I am pleased to support this organization’s efforts to provide victims with an opportunity to live free of fear and violence.”


The center provides shelter, a 24-hour hotline and weekly support group meetings for victims.  It also offers domestic violence training classes for law enforcement officers and volunteers.  

In addition to supporting victims during court proceedings, the center’s victim advocate educates high school students about dating violence.  The grant will also help the center offer an educational program on the dangers of domestic violence at junior high and middle schools.


The center has operated a shelter for victims since 1991.


Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Cathy Parker, president of the center’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.
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
