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Riley Awards $13,500 to Step Up Efforts 

to Prevent Child Abuse in Baldwin County  
MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded a $13,500 grant to enable a Baldwin County organization to help sexually and physically abused children throughout the county. 
The grant to CARE House, a Bay Minette-based children’s advocacy center, will fund the organization’s efforts to provide services to victims throughout the county. 

“We must take every measure within our means to protect children from abuse and ensure they are given the chance to grow up in safe and healthy environments,” Riley said. “I commend the CARE House staff for their dedication and commitment.”
Although CARE House has an office in Bay Minette, staff members often must travel to other areas within the county to provide adequate services. In many cases victims and non-offending members of their family are without adequate transportation to visit the main office. Long distances to the office also serve to discourage victims from reporting abuse cases.

CARE House has provided counseling and advocacy services for nearly 4,000 victims and their families since 1989. The organization conducts awareness programs to prevent or intervene in abuse cases. 
John Harrison, director of the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs, notified Blakely Davis, director of CARE House, that the grant had been approved. ADECA is the administering agency for the grant. Local funding of $13,000 has been committed for the program. 
Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.
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
