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Riley Awards $88,773 to Help Abused Children

in Montgomery, Autauga, Elmore and Chilton Counties

MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $88,773 to a children’s advocacy center in Montgomery that helps abused children and their families.  Child Protect Inc., which serves Montgomery, Autauga, Elmore and Chilton counties, provides therapy and counseling for physically or sexually abused children and their caregivers.

The agency also supports prosecution efforts by assisting law enforcement and court officials with investigative interviews.

“Child abuse victims need the best professional attention available to overcome the trauma of abuse,” Riley said.  “I commend Child Protect for its dedication to helping children and I am pleased to offer this financial assistance.”

Child Protect staff members are available to child abuse victims 24 hours a day.  The non-profit organization provides long-term treatment for victims and the center’s family advocate helps children prepare for court appearances.

According to Child Protect officials, untreated abuse victims are more likely to have mental and social problems as they grow up.

 Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the grant.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Guy Davis, Child Protect Board President, that the grant had been approved.
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
