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Riley Awards $8,853 to Reduce Domestic Violence in Irondale 

MONTGOMERY— Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $8,853 to continue the battle against domestic violence in Irondale.  The grant will enable the Irondale Police Department to more effectively investigate domestic violence cases and prosecute offenders.

“Domestic violence is inexcusable and cannot be ignored,” Riley said.  “I commend Irondale officials and police officers for their efforts to reduce domestic violence.”

The funds will be used to upgrade evidence and data collection and better train and equip police officers to eliminate or reduce violent crimes and threats against women

Irondale officials said previous grants from the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs enabled the police department to take a proactive stance against domestic violence and sexual assault within the city.  Funds have been used to increase awareness of the city’s program and decrease the number of domestic violence cases.  The city averaged 24 domestic violence cases a month prior to the start of the program in 1999, but now the number has been cut by half to 12 cases a month.

ADECA Director John Harrison notified Mayor A. Allen Ramsey that the grant had been approved.  ADECA is administering the grant through its Law Enforcement and Traffic Safety Division.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.
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
