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Riley Awards $105,183 to Provide a Safe Haven

for Victims of Domestic Violence 
MONTGOMERY—Gov. Bob Riley has awarded $105,183 to a central Alabama program that assists victims of domestic violence and sexual abuse and works to prevent future abuses.  The grant to SafeHouse of Shelby County will help the non-profit organization continue to provide shelter, counseling and intervention for victims in Shelby, Clay and Coosa counties.


“This program provides vital services for victims and their families when they need it most,” said Riley.  “I commend the staff at SafeHouse for their service and dedication to helping those in need.”

SafeHouse provides shelter and advocacy for more than 300 victims annually.  The center also conducts counseling, furnishes childcare services for children of victims and offers preventive programs at schools to discourage sexual assault and dating violence.

Riley awarded the grant from funds made available to the state through a program of the U.S. Department of Justice.  He has designated the Alabama Department of Economic and Community Affairs to administer the funds.  ADECA director John Harrison notified Dr. Doug Clark, chairman of SafeHouse’s board of directors, that the grant had been approved.
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
